These last decades, business management has undergone profound changes. Besides, business failure is a major risk for uncompetitive companies. The number of companies that are forced to file for bankruptcy due to competitiveness issues and undetected failure risk, is becoming increasingly important, as the official statistics of the competent bodies attest. However, failure is not a fortuitous event, nor a surprise, but it results from the combination of a number of factors and is undoubtedly a process that spreads over time
